RECOMMENDED SEATING POSITION &

ADJUSTMENTS:

«Sit in the chair, adjust the seat tilt so that it is ap-
proximately horizontal or inclined slightly forward,
to allow an angle greater than 90 °at the knees and
the hips.

« Adjust the seat height so that your feet are resting
flat on the floor. For good circulation, your lower legs
should form a 90° angle with the floor, with your feet
taking the weight of your legs.

« Adjust the backrest tilt function accordingly, to give
your back firm support while sitting upright.

 Adjust the height of the backrest to give support to
the lumbar region of your back.

Your forearms should be close to horizontal as pos-
sible when working at a desk.
